Reenrollment Packets Will Be
Mailed Friday

We appreciate the attendance of parents at the
small group meetings last week. Each meeting was
an important time for the board and administration to
connect with our parents, share information, and
hear parent opinions. We know that not everyone
could make one of the meetings. Because of the
complexity of some of the financials presented at
those meetings, we will not be able to reduce all of
the content to writing. However, the information you
will need to consider reenrollment will be coming
home in a reenrollment packet. We plan to have
those packets in the mail on Friday, February 26.
These packets will include the appropriate
contract(s) for your family. There will be a pre-K-5
contract for your children in those grades that will
become null and void if we do not offer those grades
next year (the $250 down payment refundable in
that case). There will be a separate contract for
students in grades 6-12. That down payment would
also be refundable if we don't offer those grades.
However, we plan to open CHS as a 6-12 school
next year. Your full down payment will be put in and
escrow account, not used to fund current expenses.

We will also include a full strategic financial program
plan for the middle and high schools. This plan is
based on our new Portrait of the Graduate, as well
as budgeted financial parameters. | hope you will
take time to review this and consider future
enrollment in this enhanced middle and high school
program no matter what ages your children are now.

Please keep a few things in your prayers:

1. Our current deficit. Many gifts are
coming in, but these need to
continue for us to complete this
fiscal year. Please consider what
you, your family, and friends might
do for our Heritage Fund
campaign. (Some grandparents
have matched their children’s
donations). Also, pray for potential
major donors to help us complete
this drive.

2. Keep the state legislature in your
prayers as they make a decision
on whether or not to fund Good
Foundations this year.

3. Pray for strong reenrollment, and
that we may have the opportunity
to offer the challenging new
program we have planned for the
middle and high schools.
